If space is the final frontier then there is one man ready to open
it up for commercial exploration, and that man is Burt Rutan.
Burt Rutan is perhaps best-known for the launch of SpaceShip
One, the private-manned spacecraft that exceeded an altitude
of 328,000 feet twice in a two-week period last October and
garnered the $10 million Ansari X-Prize. He came to talk
about the future of space travel to a crowd of 300 museum sup-
porters at a gala fund-raising dinner held at the Hiller Aviation
Museum.

SpaceShipOne is now on display at the Smithsonian National
Air and Space Museum in Washington, D.C., but Rutan, 62, is
already hard at work on SpaceShipTwo. It’s a joint effort with
Sir Richard Branson, the man behind Virgin Galactic, to devel-
op a commercial vehicle to take from eight to 12 passengers at
a time to space safely and cost-effectively. They hope to take
100,000 people to space in the first 12 years, Rutan said. “I
think that Rutan got it dead right,” said Graham Hawks,
Founder of Deep Flight and creator of underwater flight
vehicles. “I think the days of the big institutions like NASA are
ending. I think it’s a mechanism that has worked in the past.
You’ll find that Rutan is dead right-it’s going to be a small,
garage operation, not an institution.”

Based in Mojave, Rutan, who was |
once a test pilot for the Air Force,
developed 39 different airplane
types through two companies he
founded, Rutan Aircraft Factory
and Scaled Composites. Two of
them hang from the ceiling of the
museum the Ames Dryden-1,
designed to explore the piloted
flight characteristics of a swing
wing, and the Rutan Defiant 1978,
which Rutan said he spent some
1,500 hours flying in for his personal use. The dinner with
Rutan was a precursor to a major fund-raising campaign that the
museum hopes to launch next year, said Robert Winter, a mem-
ber of the museum’s board of directors. The campaign will focus
on strengthening programs for education, children and science,
he said. Hiller Aviation Museum is a non-profit 501(c)3
Educational Institution. The Mission is: “To stimulate and
engage our communities to discover the past, celebrate the pres-
ent, and imagine the future of aviation with a focus on unique
technological innovations and innovators.” The museum is open
daily.
